📏 Part 4: Grammar - Present Continuous for Future 
💡 The Rule: Present Continuous for Arrangements 
English Explanation: We usually use the Present Continuous to talk about actions happening 
now. HOWEVER, we can also use it to talk about fixed future arrangements. An arrangement 
is more than just an intention; it implies you have booked a ticket, arranged a time with 
someone, or made a concrete plan.
